WHEREAS, Title 5, Section 16020, et seq. of the California Code of Regulations makes provisions for 

the destruction of records; and 
 
WHEREAS, Title 5, Section 16020, et seq. of the California Code of Regulations requires that, before 

January 1, a school district’s Superintendent shall review documents and papers originating during the prior 
school year and classify them as Class 1—Permanent, Class 2—Optional or Class 3—Disposable; and 

 
WHEREAS, Section 16020 further requires the school district’s Superintendent to make certain 

certifications with respect to records that are microfilmed as a condition for destruction of the original record.  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the responsibilities imposed by Title 5, Section 16022 of 

the California Code of Regulations are hereby delegated to the district’s Chief Business Officer, or in his/her 
absence, to such person he/she may designate.
