Dear Parents and Community, 
 

 
We have just completed the first month of the New Year and many things have happened.  The new library/media center is scheduled for 
our occupancy on February 18, 2003.  Not all the fine details will have been completed by this date but the major portion will be finished!  
We are still having a new irrigation system being installed and this will continue for the next several months.  We have recently added sod 
and seeding for new grass, trees and bushes.  This also wil l continue for the next few months as the new sections of the irrigation are in-
stalled and become operational.     
  

Jim Zeman, our staff developer will not be returning next year.  He has chosen to take a position at another school.  It is not known if the 
vacant position will be fill ed or not next school year due to budget constraints.   
 

The entire school wil l be going to Lego Land on May 23, 2003.  We are working out the details and as arrangements are made I wil l inform 
you.  All students are invited to go, however we will have a skeleton staff f or any parent that does not wish to have their chil d attend this 
event.  Lego Land has offered to pay for one half of the cost of transportation and the PTF the other half.  Thank you PTF and thanks again 
to JESSICA BARDO for winning this great adventure to Lego Land! 
 

The district is facing a budget deficit of 150 mil lion dollars this and next year.  This has caused all schools in the district to restrict spending 
unless it is directly related to the instructional programs and classroom instruction.  This is a statewide problem not unique to San Diego.  
All districts in the state are facing deficit problems.  Mr. Bersin, the Superintendent has asked all schools to monitor their spending and look 
at ways to conserve the limited resources we presently have in our control.  The Marvin community has always provided additional support 
and resources in time donated, materials and/or financial assistance.  The only effect we have felt at Marvin is that we need to limit the 
amount of paper we use.  Duplicating paper is a supply, which is used in large quantities at any school and unfortunately adds a considerable 
expense to our operating budget.  You may have noticed that fewer notices and other types of paper have been sent home this past month.  
Instead of sending multiple copies of notices home, we have designated the bulletin board outside and next to the counseling center to be 
devoted to all communications that have been sent home.  Please stop by and periodically check this board if you feel you didn’ t get a no-
tice.  Due to this temporary reduction of paper usage I am asking for donations of dupli cating paper from the community.  If you can donate 
this type of paper, please bring it to the off ice.  Thank you for any help you can give us! 
 

Parent/teacher conferences will be on February 18th & 19th.  Please look for a notice from your chil d’s teacher asking for an appointment.   
These conferences are important and a great opportunity for you to discuss your child’s mid-year progress. 
 

We have two new staff members to add to our community, Sil via Carter and Robert Field.  Ms Carter is our new li brary assistant and Mr. 
Field is replacing Mr. Iannuzzi, who has taken a personal leave of absence.  Both, Ms Carter and Mr. Field come with years of experience 
and are looking forward to working at Marvin Elementary School.  
 

Homework is required in all grades by the district and should be an important portion of school.  However, busy work just to have home-
work is meaningless. Even though your chil d may not always bring home a piece of paper as homework, there still is homework…
READING.  Please have your children read daily or read to them.     
 

The traff ic situation has gotten very dangerous during the hours before and after school.  I have written about this issue before but I can-
not stress enough how important it is to foll ow the rules.  Please do not double park and yell at your chil d to cross the street.  Please do not 
park in the bus stop or block the driveways of homes across from the school.  Also, please remember to always sign-in and out in the main 
off ice when you are at school. 
 

We will be having a parent meeting this month on February 10th at 7:00 pm in the auditorium.    I decided not to have a parent meeting in 
January because I wanted to have all the information about the budget cuts and what effect it would have on Marvin and the first round of 
cuts was not determined until January 28th.  I will also be giving an update on the new math program.  If you cannot attend this meeting, 
please stop by the off ice and make an appointment with my secretary.  My normal off ice hours are from 7:30 am to 4 :00 pm.  The off ice 
phones shut down at 3:30 pm each day.  However, I am normally at school much later than 4:00 pm and if you want to see me after normal 
off ice hours please call before 3:30 to make an appointment.  I am also available on the weekends for those parents that cannot see me at 
other times.
