If it is
prescribed medication, the prescriptive label
nealsto beon it. If itsis an over-the-counter
medicine, it needs to be in the original store-
bought bottle.

2. The parent must write a note aithorizing
school staff to give the medicine. This note
should include the name of the medicine, the
dose given, how often to give it, and include
the parent’s dgnature. (Ongoing medication
requires information from the doctor regard-
ing the medication.)

It is safer for the parent to deliver the medication
to school rather than have the dnild carry it.
