But then they
question further that the amount of parent assistance can be reflected
inthe entry. How true. Surely everyonerealizes that the quality of
homework, home reading, and other take-home asignments or pro-
jects, that are always a part of the student’ s grades, reflect the amount
of support and encouragement students recei ve from their families,
too.

Participation in our science fairs throughout the years has challenged
students and provided them with val uabl e experiences that have hel ped
them be better prepared for middle school. This, too, isasit should be.
We expect that all of thelearning experiences will better prepare stu-
dents for the next step in their educational journey. We are grateful to
Mrs. Zombro, aparent voluntee, who has organized the fair this
yea...thusgiving our chil dren one more special experience and op-
portunity to display and demonstrate what they have learned.

On another note... Parents and others continue to double park and ig-
noretraffic rules when they pick up or drop off their children. In doing
so they create an unsafe situation for our students. We have now re-
ceived complaints from neighbors that their driveways are often
blocked. Parents have e/en made rude comments when they were
asked to move so someone wuld leave or enter their own driveway.

On February 13" | attended ameetingthat provided an eye-
openingwindow into to just how huge an undertaking it isto
attempt to understand the needs of an entire schoal district,
much lessprovide for those needs. | had been asked, at thelast
minute, to fill infor Marvin's del egate to the San Diego City
Schools Parent Congress

At the meeting, one Parent Del egate from each of the District’s
schoals gather with the Superintendent’ s gaff for roundtable
discussions aswell as question and answer opportunities. Mr.
Bersinand his staff view it asan opportunity to obtain feedback
that might otherwise not get to the district leaders. The parents
view it as an opportunity to express their concerns, convey the
needs of their children and hopefully, to help the district better
med the needs of their individua schools.

A common request among perents was more frequent and more
detailed information from the district (aswell as shoolsand
teachers). Exampleswerethingslike: Wanting much morefre-
quent feedback on how their childis doing (especially for work-
ing parents) so that needs can be understood and addressed
morequickly. More detailed information on what the district
(and schools) need in order to provide funding for the art, mu-
sic, seand language and physicd educaion programswe ladk.
One parent, frustrated with not being able to find an afternoon
program for the cae of adult children with spedal needs, had
even identified afunding source and just wanted the district to
implement one. The evening very much had the feding of an
open conversation on what we as a ommunity wanted to see
improvein our schools.
