Again, this 
is just a "feeler".  Anyone out there?? The building's completion probably won't be until October / 
November. 
 

Notes from the Nurse 
 
     This is the season with changing weather every few days, during which our children are 
prone to get more frequent colds and viruses. At Marvin, I am seeing students with frequent 
sore throats which are sometimes accompanied with fevers. Another group of students are com-
plaining of intermittent stomach cramps, accompanied with nausea. I am also seeing a small 
number of children with strep throat infections. 
   It is important to distinguish between a viral sore throat and strep throat. In general, strep 
throat presents itself with the child complaining of a very painful throat, with fatigue, stomach 
ache and a fever. Sometimes the neck nodes are swollen and the tonsils have pus on them. The 
only sure method to detect strep throat is to have a strep throat culture done by a physician or at 
a clinic. If the throat culture is positive for streptococcus bacteria, the child is then diagnosed 
with strep throat. A 7-10 day course of antibiotics is prescribed. It is important to give all of the 
medicine to the child since untreated strep can invade other parts of the body. It is also impor-
tant to notify the school so that we can notify other members of the class. Strep throat is usually 
transmitted through the air and can be highly contagious.  A child with a viral sore throat does 
not appear as sick, may or may not have a fever, and with rest, liquids and over the counter 
medications is usually better in a few days. Many times, if the child has no fever, he can still 
attend school.  
     A child complaining of stomach cramps and intermittent nausea usually has a viral gastroin-
testinal virus that responds to rest, liquids, and bland foods. If the child does not have severe 
symptoms and does not have a fever, he can attend school. Be aware, though, that stomach pain 
can mean many things from appendicitis to emotional diff iculties. If your child is not improv-
ing over a few days, or the pain and vomiting  have increased, please take him to the physician. 
I hope this gives you some helpful information. Whenever in doubt, see your family physician.
