I expect you, however, are having discussions at home to answer 
questions and calm fears.  The following are suggestions that may 
help your children over the next several months:  
Talk with you child about his/her feelings about t he disaster. 
Share your own feelings, too.  If your child so desires, talk about 
what happened. Give your child information he/she can under-
stand. Reassure your child that you are safe and together. You 
may need to repeat t his reassurance often. Hold and touch your 
child often. (You may need to do this for YOU, too.) Spend extra 
time with your child at bedtime. Restrict viewing of television 
coverage of the disaster if it causes too much anxiety or stress for 
the child. If you believe your child is having problems at school, 
talk with his/her teacher or Annette Fenton, our District Coun-
selor, so you can work together to help your child. Ms. Fenton is 
here on Tuesdays and Thursdays. 
     How wonderful to see so many parents and children enjoy vis-
iting classrooms and talking with teachers during our Back to 
School Night. A great number of you took advantage of the Book 
Fair…reinforcing that reading at home is a noble pastime.  The 
Prop MM construction continues. When Phase 1 is completed, 
we will hardly know that Greer Construction was here because so 
much of the work has been underground. However, the exciting 
work, construction of our new library and lunch arbor, will begin 
in January or February. The project is a major one, but t he results 
will be worth any inconveniences we will encounter. Don't forget 
you can help decorate our new library and support t he grass field 
project with a personalized tile. (See another article in this Manu-
script.)     There are many events planned throughout the year 
that will bring our students and their families closer as a commu-
nity. Watch for communication in the Manuscript, on our Web 
Site and in notices that are sent home throughout the month. You 
don't want t o miss out on anything.
