Another school year has started and it's grea to see so many
familiar and happy faces. Our enrollment is up! Thestudents at
Marvin are atruly remarkable, flexible ad enthusiastic group of children. As | walk
through the classooms | have noticed an overwhelming desire on the part of our stu-
dents to mee the challenges of learning and growing that they will encounter this year.
Thank you for entrusting ws to be apartner in the elucation of your children and giving
us this opportunity. Reseach shows that there is adired link between a child’ s success
a school and good communication between the home and school. Reseach aso
indicates that children thet real or arereal to for at least 15 minutes aday are more
successful in schoal. | know that modern life is often hectic but please find time to read
to your children on a daily basis a home if you' re not already doing so.

Our first “ Back to Schoal” night is scheduled for September 25, 2003 between 6:00
and 8:00 PM. Please mark this important day on your caendar. You should, by now,
have received a list of important events with my opening letter that was sent home on
September 5, 2003. If for some reason you failed to receive your copy, please check the
Marvin website. We are going to make aconcentrated effort to post al messages/
notices that come from the school on the website.

It is extremely important that all registration cards that went home the first week of
school becompletely and accurately filled-out. Telephone numbers are essential in case
of an emergency or when we need to contact you about your child. An gpplication for
lunch was also sent home the first week. A major portion of the funding for the school is
dependent on this gpplication. This year about $60,000 was re-directed from the school
because families did not complete the gplication. Even if you plan on paying for your
child’ s lunch or send your child with a lunch, please fill-out the gplication. An
application must befilled-out for each child. If you pay for your child’s lunch, please
don' t send money on adaily basis. This may cause undo stress for the child who loses
or doesn t remember to bring the money to the cafeteria during lunchtime. Y ou may
pre-pay for lunches on aweekly or monthly plan. Please seeMs Wedad in the cafeteria
before school to make the arangement. Each child has a lunch account and only if used
will charges be made against the acount. This also provides a safety net in case you
ever forget to send alunch. We will be trying different procedures for the next couple of
weeks during lunchtime to seehow we can better serve our children. We ae currently
experiencing problems in getting all the students seeed in atimely manner and dis-
missed ealy enoughto allow adequate time for play after eating. Unfortunately because
of budget cuts there ae now fewer adults supervising during lunchtime.

Dropping and picking-up your children before and after school hes dways been a
major concern of mine. Please do not double park and ask your children to run across
the stred. Please do ot park in private driveways across the street from the school.
Please do not park in the 3-minute loading zone in front of the school and leave your car
unattended. Any urettended vehicle may receive aparkingviolation. Please use either
the staff parking lot to drop off your children in the morning or park your car in a legal
parking space nea the school and walk the children to and from the schoal. | redlize
that parking is apremium around most schools and we ae no exception.

A top priority of mine is to maintain asafe, clean and pleasant environment for
everyone. Pleasefeel freeto drop by and offer suggestions for improvements. | look
forward to working with the many families that makeup the Marvin community.
