Just areminder that students need to come to school clean and neatly groomed and ready to take part in all the learning activities offered at school. Tennis
shoes or regular low-heeled shoes should be worn because they are safer for physical education and playground activities. Sandals, thongs, boots and
high-heeled shoes are inappropriate for safety reasons. Roller skate shoes are also not appropriate for school. They are very dangerous not only to the
students themselves but to other students walking in the school. Girls may wear skirts, blouses, “T” shirts, dresses or pants. Suitable length shorts may be
worn during hot weather. For safety reasons, dangly-type earrings should not be worn to school. Make-up is not appropriate for school. Boys may wear
cotton pants, jeans, “T” shirts, sweatshirts, or regular sport shirts. Shorts of suitable length (not sagging) may be worn in hot weather. Students are not
alowed to wear hats, caps, or sunglassesin any of the buildings on campus. Messages on clothing must be appropriate for school aged children.

We have done writing and reading comprehension tests at the 4™ and 5™ grade level already this year, but the annual STAR testing occurs after vacation.
The testing window is from April 26 — May 17. Second through fifth grades take part in thistest. Thistesting isanew experience for our second graders,
so if you have a second grader, reassure him or her that everyone takes this test.
