Information for the Parent or Guardian

Each school in the district is working with students, parents, and guardians to help students succeed academically at
grade level and above. Earlier this year, your child was identified as at risk of not meeting grade-level standards. At
that time, the teacher developed a Learning Contract that included recommended academic support programs to help
your student succeed. The Learning Contract also outlined the possible consequences if your student did not meet
promotion criteria at the end of the school year—including retention in his/her current grade.

At the end of this year, your child’s teacher re-evaluated his/her academic performance and assessment results to
determine whether your student has met required promotion criteria. The Decision to Retain or Promote form (on the
reverse side) reports the teacher’s decision about whether your child is:

» Above/At/Close to Expectations and will be promoted to the next grade;
* Below or Far Below Expectations but will be promoted with additional supports in the next grade;
* Far Below Expectations and will be retained in the current grade.

Included on this document are the testing results your child’s teacher used to make this decision, as well as academic
interventions and supports your child may receive next year. The assessment scores and levels are explained in the
chart below.

Great care has been taken in making the retention/promotion decision; however, if you disagree with the decision, you
may submit an appeal to the principal. A conference will be scheduled for you and your child to meet with the
principal and teacher to review the recommendation for retention. Following this conference, the teacher will make
the final decision to retain or promote your child, and you will receive written notice shortly thereafter.

* Muy Inferior a las Expectativas y se retendra en el grado actual.

Incluido en este documento estan los resultados de pruebas que us6 el maestro para tomar esta decision, asi como las
intervenciones y el apoyo académico que podria recibir su hijo/hija el afio proximo. Los resultados de evaluaciones y
niveles se explican en el diagrama de abajo.

California law provides that after a child has been lawfully admitted to a kindergarten and has attended
for a year, the child shall be promoted to the first grade unless the school district and the child's
parent/guardian agree to having the child continue to attend kindergarten for not longer than one
additional year. This rule applies whether a child begins kindergarten at the beginning of a school year
or at some later date, so that a child who begins kindergarten in January, for example, shall be
promoted the following January unless there is formal agreement to having him or her continue.
Because kindergarten-age children often do not develop at steady or predictable rates, the California
Department of Education recommends that approval for a child to continue not be given until near the
anniversary of a child's admittance to kindergarten.

Grade 8 students with 2 or more Fs in core subjects (English, Mathematics, History/Social Science, Science) at
the end of the school year, 2006-07, will be retained. Parents/guardians may appeal the retention decision. All
students not retained under the parent appeal process will be required to attend summer school. At the
conclusion of summer school:
» Students with no Fs will be promoted to the Grade 9 regular program.
» Students with one or more Fs will be placed in the Ninth-Grade Intervention Program.

Students may be retained at any grade if they are performing Far Below Expectations on the
Literacy/English Language Development assessments (see above)
and they have not participated in recommended interventions.

Retention is strongly discouraged at grade levels other than the designated retention grade level.

Fluent English students and English Learners enrolled five years or more who are performing Far Below
Expectations on the Literacy assessments (DRP and ARI) at the end of the school year may be retained.

*  Students whose CELDT test date is on or before April 30" of the current calendar year and whose OPL is
Intermediate or above should follow the ELD (L) course sequence.

* Students at the high range of Intermediate (OPL 508-528), Early Advanced, and Advanced proficiency levels
are determined to possess reasonable fluency in English and should follow the ELD (L) course sequence.

* Students with reasonable fluency in English also have the option of enrolling in a one-period ELD (L)
course plus an additional period of literacy support.
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
