Each school in the district is working with children, parents, and guardians to help students succeed academically at
grade level and above. Earlier this year, your child was identified as being at risk of not meeting grade-level
standards. At that time, a Learning Contract was created for your child that included recommended academic
support programs to help your student succeed. The Learning Contract also outlined the possible consequences if
your student did not meet promotion criteria at the end of the school year—including retention in his/her current
grade.

At the end of this year, your child’s academic performance and assessment results were re-evaluated to determine
whether your student has met required promotion criteria. The Decision to Retain or Promote form reports the
decision about whether your child is:

» Above/At/Close to Expectations and will be promoted to the next grade;
* Below or Far Below Expectations but will be promoted with additional supports in the next grade;
* Far Below Expectations and may be retained in the current grade.

Included on this document are the testing results used to make this decision, as well as academic interventions and
supports your child may receive next year. The assessment scores and levels are explained in the chart below.

Great care has been taken in making the promotion/retention decision; however, if you disagree with the decision,
you may submit an appeal to the principal. A conference will be scheduled for you and your child to meet with the
principal and teacher to review the recommendation for retention. Following this conference, the teacher will make
the final decision to promote or retain your child, and you will receive written notice shortly thereafter.

EXPLANATION OF SCORES

Assessment What the Score Means...

Analytical Reading Inventory (ARI) Shows the difference between your student’s reading level and
grade level expectations at the time of testing.

Degrees of Reading Power (DRP) Shows the relation between the score and the grade level

expectations at the time of testing.

Board Action

On January 23, 2007, the Board acted to: "retain eighth-grade students with two or more Fs in core subjects (i.e., English,
Mathematics, History/Social Science, and/or Science) beginning this school year, 2006-07. Parents will have the right to
decline that their child be retained, but the student will then be assigned to the Ninth-Grade Intervention Program at the high
school.”

Description of the New Policy in Practice

Below is a description of how the new policy will look in practice:

Retention Guidelines—Grade 8
Eighth-grade students with two or more Fs in core subjects (English, Mathematics, History/Social Science, and/or Science)
at the end of the school year, 2006-2007, will be retained. (For schools on block schedule, the first semester grades would
count toward the "two or more Fs.") Parents can indicate agreement to the retention decision on the "Decision to Retain or
Promote Form — Grade 8". The "Decision to Retain or Promote™ form will also show the recommendation that all retained
students attend summer school.

Retention Appeal
Parents who decline the retention decision may submit an appeal. The appeal would be made on the "Decision to Retain

or Promote" form and submitted to the school principal or designee for approval.

All students not retained under the parent appeal process will be required to attend summer school. At the conclusion of
summer school:

e Students with no Fs will be promoted to the Grade 9 regular program.

e Students with one or more Fs will be placed in the Ninth-Grade Intervention Program.
