Brief Explanation:    
 

As part of our cooperative agreement with the California Department of Education (CDE), and as a 
condition of accepting funds for Tobacco Use Prevention Education, we are required to complete 
the California Healthy Kids Survey (CHKS). Elementary schools were randomly selected by the 
California Department of Education (refer to attached Special List). 
 
The CHKS surveys students statewide and covers topics related to alcohol, tobacco, drugs, and other 
health issues such as school climate and student resiliency.  
 
The main focus is on behavior relating to Title IV and the Federal Safe and Drug-Free Schools 
and Communities Act.  The survey will be administered from March 2-19, 2009. 
 
The surveys are anonymous and individual school results will not be identified.  Parent active 
consent is required.  The Life Skills coordinator will contact administrators in January via a letter 
sent through school mail with additional information such as how parents will be notified, training 
of fifth grade teachers to administer the survey, and parent access to a sample survey.  Please call 
Chris Boyd at (858) 503-3172 for additional information.
