ART CONTEST GUIDELINES 
 

This Art Contest is being held to design the t-shirt art for Volunteer San Diego’s annual 
event, Hands On San Diego. During the fourth week in September 2008, thousands of 
volunteers will work together to complete hundreds of projects around San Diego County.  
Volunteers do a little bit of everything, making their communities better places to live, work 
and play. They collect supplies and food for families in need, renovate and paint animal 
shelters, fix trails and picnic benches at local parks and community centers, help run field 
days and other fun activities at children’s shelters, deliver meals and install smoke 
detectors for seniors...and so much more.  Think of your favorite volunteer activity when 
creating your artwork!  The grand prize winner will get their artwork printed on 2,500 
Hands On San Diego event t-shirts (worn by all of the volunteers) and an additional 
prize. 

 

 Artwork must be no larger than letter-sized 8.5” X 11” paper. Do not mat or frame the 
artwork. 

 

 Artwork may only contain up to 4 colors (black counts as a color). 
 

 Each piece of artwork should portray a specific volunteer activity or the idea of making a 
difference in your community. Art can contain images, slogans or both. Examples of slogans 
might be: “Change your world...volunteer” or “Make a difference.” 

 

 One original entry per person – must not be a copy of any published materials.  
 

 Use any (and as many) desired medium – pen, crayon, markers, paint, etc. Artwork can also 
be created through graphic software (for example, Adobe Illustrator, etc.). 

 

 Do not place a title directly on your artwork – put a unique title on the entry form. 
 

 Entries by adults (18+ years) and K-12 will be judged together for the grand prize winner.  
In addition, first place winners for K-12 will be broken down into four categories by grade: 
K-2, 3-5, 6-8, and 9-12.  

o The top three contestants for adults and in each K-12 category will get their artwork 
displayed on the Volunteer San Diego website. 

o The first place winner from each age category will receive fun prizes. 
o Winners will be notified by June 16, 2008.
