Standley Middle School Dress Code Expectations 
 
Students are able to choose from a selected variety of Standley spirit ware clothing to 
accommodate different styles, but only items approved by the Standley Middle School 
Committee. Students must always follow the “Dressed to Learn Policy” guidelines as outlined in 
the school planner. 
In addition the following are expected standards for student attire: 

• The school uniform must be worn as prescribed in the uniform policy and not mixed or 
matched with regular school clothes. 

• Clothing must be clean, in good repair and worn tastefully so as to protect the health and 
safety of all students and not interfere with the educational process.  

• Shirts, blouses and/or sweaters must be short or long sleeved. No sleeveless tops/ tank 
tops are acceptable. 

• Shorts, skirts, walking shorts, skorts, and /or capri pants must no more than 4” above the 
top of the knees. 

• Clothing must fit neatly at the waist without sagging or having an excessively tight fit. 
• Shoes must cover the foot completely and have an appropriate heel. For safety purposes, 

leather or athletic shoes are recommended. 
The following are not acceptable at school: 

• Crop tops, bare midriff styles, tank tops, low necklines, spaghetti straps, short 
skirts/shorts or pajama bottoms. 

• Sandals, flip flops, slippers, heels, or soles greater than 2” high. 
• Gang related clothing, colors, insignias, and belts/belt buckles etc.
